RECIPE OF THE MONTH 

ONION SOUP AU GRATIN 

The sweetness of Spanish onions adds a 
special flavor to this adaptation of 
French onion soup. 

1/4 cup 
2 tbsp 
2 

1 tbsp 
6 cups 

1/4 cup 

8. 

2 cups 

butter 
vegetable oil 
Spanish onions, 
thinly sliced 
granulated sugar 
beef broth or 
consomme 
Madeira or 
sherry

In large saucepan, heat butter and oil 
over medium-high heat; add onions and 
sprinkle with sugar. Cook, stirring 
occasionally, for 15 to 20 minutes or 
until onions are soft and golden brown. 
Add broth and bring to boil; reduce 
heat and simmer, uncovered, for 15 to 
20 minutes. Add Madeira. Taste and 
add salt and pepper if necessary. 

Ladle hot soup into 8 individual oven­
proof bowls. Float bread slice in each 
bowl and sprinkle each with 1/4 cup (50 
mL) cheese. Broil 3 inches (7 em) from 
heat until cheese is golden brown. 
Makes 8 servings. 
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
