Until th e b eginning of the 20thOentury meteorological ob­
uerva ti on s had b een confined to the lower altitudes and the 
oonditions in the upper reg i on s could only be surmised. Since 
that time r epid progress has been made in the study of the region 
itu a t ed a t an altitude of 7 mil es or more .

One could use th e word panorama to describe the Stratosphere 
n that one can get a compl.t~ view in every direction. The earth 

quite cle8rly disc er nnble through the patches of clouds which 
IOlt a round at the lo wer altitu~e , but the picture of most 
I'.:r.l ing importance is the thous~mds of different colors shown 
y Lh8 s tars as they pi erce through this blanket of total darkness. 

The most distingui shing featu r e of the stratosphere is its 
r pur ature, Unlike the lower re~i ons which have variable temp€r­
ttl' S , c:md which temperatur e decrease s about 90 0 for a rise of 
Oh mile, it has been found t hat t h e stratosphere has a nearly 

tant temperature of -550 0. Oth er interesting characteristics 
the stratosphere are it s freedo m from clouds and storms and 

I very moderate winds. 
The essential requirement for 8 n atmosphere of variable winds, 

louds, Bnd storms is that moi sture and convection current be 
)resent. Nearly all of the water vapour is concentrated in the 
I'eg ion below 7 mile altitude and tt i s impossible to have convec­
ti on currents in an 8tmosphere of co ns t ant temperature. The 
'b sence of these two factors cause t hb stratosphere to be a region 
. f clear, rarified atmospher e, free of all the moisture and 
turbulence found close to the earth's surface. 

The stratosphere is of par ticu lar interest at the present 
time due to the possibility of u 8ing it as a lane for long 
lLs tance air travel. It is the peculiar characteristics of this 
I' gion which make it desir able f or this purpose. The greatest 

mdicaps to air travel a t pr es ent are tha storms, fogs and winds 
.ncountered in the lower atmosphere. The elimination of these 
I 'lzards will mean a long st ep in the direction of safe flying. 

Due to the fact that the main factor in limiting the speed 
f aircraft is the resist anc e offered by the air, flight in the 

I t ratosphere will mean tha. t planes wiI}_ be able to attain a much 
~reater speed as the density of the air in this region is very 
~uch less than the density nRar the earth1s surface. 

Drastic changes in design will be necessary in order to 
vercome the intense cold and diminished supply of oxygen existing 

,t this altitude. These problems we are told are not beyond 
'o lution, and it is very probable th2.t in the not too distant 
:uture this untenanted region of our sphere will succumb to the 
. vance of science.
