Survey of Ago"'; cultural Hlgh]:..~gJ1ts for the Past Year 

Shortly after the opening of the fall term at the Agricultural 
College, arrangements were made by the Animal Husbandry instructors, 
IViessrs. Ohapman and Boulden, for an afternoon trip by bus, to the 
Demonstration Farm, at Salt Springs, Pictou County. This farm is 
owned and operated by Mr. Fred Setchell and son, and is operated in 
co-operation wi·ch the Federal Government as an Illustration Station. 
Mr. Setchell 2s choice of dairy cattle is Jerseys, and his herd is 
certainly a good example of painstaking selection, It was really the 
inspection of this Je:rsey herd which was the objective of the trip, 
as the College Farm has no Jerseys for use in judging work in Animal 
Husbandry classes . Three bus loads of students participated in this

trip, and in the judging. After the several classes had all been 
placed, and a general dtscusslon on the proper placings, Mr. F. B. 
Kinsman, Superintendent of Illustration Stations ) gave a short talk 
in wh1ch he outlined the objectives and accomplishll1.ents of this 
Illustration work cal'ried out by individual farmers over Canada. 
At the end of this full prograrn the student bo.dy returned to Truro.

It was certainly of interest to the 
21t uclents of the N, S. Ag:c :;'oul -c ural College because 0:: the fact that 
two young Clydesdale mares from the College farm were to be exhibit­
ecL A special train from Truro was sponsored by the students and 
Student ! s Council, and a full day at the Fair was made possible. 
Till the Clydesdale class was judged, nearly all the students 
could be found somewhere in the stands, quietly waiting for this 
event. After the class was judged, which by the way, was in com­
plete accord with the opinion of the Senior Classes, the students 
quickly started a thorough inspection of all exhibits at the Fair, 
which i ncluded dairy and beef cattle, sheep, SWine, horses and 
poultry. The evening entertainment found the student body again 
in the stands, all in one section, breaking forth occasionally .

Through the efforts of Mro J e p. Landry, instructor in poultry

The main object of this trip was the 
inspection of the poultry r- : . -_\L~~ at the :Hlcperimental Station at Kent­
vi lle. The trip was thoroughly enj oyed by all members, judging 
by the reports reaching us less fortunate one s. 

The junior deg~ee and general classes were taken on an inspect­
ion tour of one of Bray I sChick Ha tcherie s, si tun ted. he re in 'fi'uro •. 
Agaln it was Mr. Landry who made this trip possible, It was well 
worth the thle lost from classes, and one experj.ence of the college­
students which will make them realize how fast agrioultural methods 
a re advau~ing to keep in time with advancements of other industries ;

The hlCrease may be due to the larger enrol­
ment this year, but increased use of the library may in time mean 
expansion to the benefit of all concerned.

11 Social Readjustment '; 

There is perhaps nothing in modern times that is more dis­
cussed r:.nd more written about than the present unstable economic 
c ondit io ns. For nothing have more impractical panaceas been 
sugges ted Clnd tried. To call it economic condi t ions does not exact ly 
describe it. True, the economic results are usually the most 
evident, but the trouble itself is more deep and vital. No social 
problorJ hns affected peopl es mor e generally than the present un­
soundness of the social order. There have been undoubtedly great 
socifll problems in the Pflst, flnd the status of society was far 
from satisfactory, but it was in a senso more easy to define the 
cause, o.lthough perhaps no easier to readjust than the present 
situation. Most of the former unsatisfactory conditions were due 
Chiefly to oppression of one kind or [mother, autocratic oppression, 
for eX~li~lplo. 

The unsatisfactory conditions of our present day are hardly 
of thJ;c l1E'_ture. It is attributed to almost every imaginable cf1use, 
and av ory imaginable remedy is Bugge.s t ed e It is vievved with a very 
narroYJ perspective and tho remedies and results are correspondil1gly 
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nnrro '.'! . It is not the beli of of thc VIri tel' tho.t he o.lono is o..ViD.re 
of thc rcal cuus e and can suggest tho propol~ cure" Howover, there 
is ev :;r y roason to bclieve tho.t th G real roo.son for tho cause not 
b c ing s c cn, and the logicnl remedies not being applied, is tho.t the 
renl c c:.,usc in many cases is not being admitted, 'with the result that 
iiJorth"\'!hilc remedies are n o t being applied und worthwhile results 
ure.nJ~,b c ing obto.inede So to honestly seek the cause, and honestly 
ndl111 t l'G, 'would be a step tovvards correcting the condi tion. 

There is little doubt that if individuo.ls will study tho 
situati on o.s individuals, o.nc1 collective ly with a reo.lly frank and 
h onest i"Jind, they o.re bound to o.dmi t that our pI' esent conditions are 
due in t h e larg e to a psychological fuctoro This factor is the 
present Elisshapen and diverted mentul outlook of society. To resho.pe 
und dir ect this outlook is an underto.king us stupendous as the 
condition involvedo 

This condition did not come about by the deSigns of anyone 
individu a l or group of individualso It co.me about gradually as a 
result of u general ineffiency of the social mentality. 86 the 
efforts nnd schemes of 0. few, o.pplied in most cases to a few, cannot 
hope t 'l remedy the situationo Improvement can only be brought about 
by tho cOElbined effort and cooperat i on of society. Governments and 
organiz o.. tions intcrested in the welfare of society cannot alone 
devis e und o.pply effective cures for the present social ills. There 
is nec ossary the honest and whole-hearted cooperation of individuals 
of soci e ty in order to bring about a change for the better. Such 
a bett errtlent can only hope to be attained by earnest study in order 
to l o~n the basic cause of our troubles~ by frankly admitting it 
when f 'J lmd, and thert by a sincere and determined desire and resolve 
on tho pnrt of each individual to apply in his own particular 
c o..p~city the logicnl remedyo 

Our present social ills are fund&aentally of a psycholo gical 
n a turc lli1.cl tho remedies applied that will have any permanent success 
must be o f n corresponding nntur e. Any tempornry applications cannot 
of thoir no..ture bring about a. las ting improvement. They~e just 
sedutives applied to a deep seat ed disorder in the social const i tution 
which l oc.,vo the constitution and social mentality dulled and sluggish 

Thus if the society of the world today and the society of 
our 0 1i1l1 c ()untry is to be saved from its ills, a long but effective 
treatment must be usedo This tr eatment has already boen tried in 
limit ed insto.nces v'li th encouraging I' esul ts ~ so its wider applic ntion, 
even t hough the difficultios met may be greater and more varied, 
should bo effectiveo 

In the pionoer days of our c ountry there was so much to 
be don o in TllElking the ne 1[!}' country a suitable place in which t o live 
that t ho 1iJho 1 eS01':le psycho logico.l atl:lOspher 0 whi ch pr evailed due to 
this G0l1or2.1 applicati on to c:: wor thy task wa s a natural deve lopment. 
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As a r OBult of tho healthy montnl attitude of thnt time, the socinl 
mont '.,l i t y during tho intorElOdinte period between then and our present 
time ~.7~W in 0, fairly sound concli tion. With the us e of more and 
mor e E1'xl crn methods 8.nc1 appliances, this hoal thy condition wa.o 
gradu~'"lly inp8.irod. The social mentality did not realize the vi tal 
Ch8JLjOf3 toJdng place j_n our social structure and due to int erests 
"lilhich 'L)"ught to profit at the exp enses of socinl stability, nn 
unhel'l.lthy econofJic and social concH tion has developed. 

To cope with this undesirable si tuation and bring nbout the 
Eluch -G ;:\lked of, E1Uch 7Jnnted, and much needed social soundness, which 
will Enl:() Goci oty able to g i ve its individuals a living of real 
VUluG i 01' 11 life of real value, the minds of at least the majority 
of tho l)ublic mustb e a:rJakened t o the vital cause and tho corroct 
remedy.. The public mind must b G E1ade to soe, through the efforts 
of those 'whose outlook is not wnrped, that if a more satisf(1cto ry 
socio..l stnte is to come about, th ere is needed a mental effort ['"nd 
(1 spir i '~ uo.l effort directing the physic2.1 and material efforts. It 
-,'Ii 11 b o ll. "" ces s(1ry to ec1ucO,te the int elligenc e to an apprec iation 
Qll. cl r oqlization of tho finer and mor e worthwhile aspects of liv :i. ng . 
A cOl1c ;:.; rtod effort l:mst be mado to uproot a narrow and selfish 
outlook. Poople must bo holped to r onlize that the idea of o(1ch for 
hirns Gl i , (1S the only W(1Y to survive, is a philosophy which \lvi 11 g ive 
neith )r tho inc1ivltdual nor society anything of roal worth. 

Thoro is plenty for evoryone in this world, plenty of 
~J()rth'ijhi 10 work for the vari ous phys ical and men tal capaci tics. 
11uch 11.],s b een done, nnd [10d8rn sc i ences have made possible much 
moro l e i sure. It is uP to the modern soci(1l mentnlity to loarn how 
to usc t h is leisure for 0, fuller life. This mentality must be Qble 
t o QP)r eci e to coop er nt i ve effort and possess great er n1Utual solicitude 
if C'Ul. L 1proved sooial ren~stment is to come about.

sacr;.f ced. To do so is to stagnato progress. Perhaps one of the 
most hopoful features of a properly supervised rehabilitation scheme 
~s thJ..t it leaves room for the development of individual initiative. 
On a s ound rural life depends in Q lCtrge rneasure the soundness and 
security o f society. 

I f the public cCtn be made to realize the real cause of our 
present social ills, Ctnd be persuaded to apply the logical remedy, 
lifo f or the inc1ividual9iould have a more worthwhile meaninG, and 
society 1Jv()uld be placed on u sound footing. Real satisfaction fron 
effort s expended and the results attained would be experienced. A 
justifiD.b le pride and interest in acquiring and possessing material 
comforts 2nd a greater solicj. tude for the welfare of others would 
b e evident, and a l'nore who lesome social order would pr evail. Thus 
the Ohristian ideals of life, which cannot be improved upon, would 
be more fully applied.
