O Architectural film, slide or lecture series - where, when, cost.

[l Local architects in the news - contemporary designs for new
projects, restoration or revitalization.

[0 Conservation or urban planning issues - can the SSAC be of
assistance to help save a heritage building in your area?

I Archival information - addition to collection, exhibitions,
inventory details.
