In
fact, they are long overdue.

Ottawa

Photography and Architecture: 1839-171939 is the
first major presentation of works from the photographic
collection of the Centre canadien d’architecture/Cana-
dian Centre for Architecture, Montreal. The exhibition
opened at the Kunthaus Lempertz in Cologne during Pho-
tokina on September 15, 1982. It also will be seen at
four museums: the Art Institute of Chicago May 9 - June
26, 1983; the Cooper-Hewitt Museum, New York July
26 - October 16, 1983; the Musée national d’art mod-
erne of Centre Georges Pompidou, Paris February 22 —
April 8, 1984; and The National Gallery of Canada, Ot-
tawa, September 13 - November 11, 1984. The exhibi-
tion shows aspects of the history of architecture through
photography and the history of photography through
architecture. It brings to prominence this previously un-
heralded aspect of the history of photography.

From the announcements of Daguerre and Talbot in
1839, photographers chose to make the photography or
architecture an important part of their work. One hun-
dred and forty-eight master photographs from the collec-
tion of the Canadian Centre for Architecture have been
selected to demonstrate the unexplored riches of the
subject. Included are works from the origins of photogra-
phy in Britain and France, the pioneering expeditions ac-
companied by photographers who recorded the monu-
ments of the world from the Mediterranean to the Far
East, and the great surveys of the nineteenth century:
studies of India, Burma, Jerusalem, and the Western
United States. Individual images document the expan-
sion of the United States and the growth of American
cities. Urban renewal is seen in works from the Second
Empire in France and the 1880s in England and Scotland.
Works from American photography of the 1920s and
1930s explore aspects of the modern vertical city. The
final section of the exhibition is devoted to works that
reflect the new movements in architecture then develop-
ing in Germany.

Many of the most celebrated photographers are in-
cluded in the exhibition. Among them are Talbot, Hill and
Adamson, Fenton, and F. H. Evans in Britain; Le Gray,
Baldus, Le Secq, and Atget in France; MacPherson
Gérard, and Ponti in Italy; Salzmann in Jerusalem; Du
Camp and Frith in Egypt; Charnay in Mexico; Thomson in
China, Beato in India and Japan; Watkins, O'Sullivan,
Stieglitz, Abbott, Steichen, and W. Evans in the United
States; and in Germany, Renger-Patzsch, Sander, and
Mantz.

The exhibition is complemented by the book Photog-
raphy and Architecture: 1839-1939, which reproduces
all the works in the exhibition and is printed to the most
exacting standards. The book is introduced by Phyllis
Lambert, director of the Canadian Centre for Architec-
ture, who writes on the importance of photography to
architects and in the study of architecture. Richard Pare,
Curator of Photographs, discusses the growth and de-
velopment of the photography of architecture and sug-
gests ways in which the image was affected by evolving
photographic techniques. The catalog by Marjorie Mun-
sterberg and Catherine Evans Inbusch provides informa-
tion about the photographs as well as a biography of
each photographer. The book and the exhibition are in-
tended to stimulate further investigations into this fasci-
nating subject. Equally important for historians and pho-
tographers, they should inspire an increased awareness
of the creative possibilities in both the photography and
study of architecture.

Nova Scotia

Garry Shutlak the Map/Architect Archivist for the
Public Archives of Nova Scotia and member at large to
the SSAC Board for that province submitted the follow-
ing report:

Taking advantage of the Winter Works Program of
the Province of Nova Scotia, the M/A collection has ob-
tained the services of two assistants for a twelve week
period to complete the cleaning, sorting and cataloguing
of the L. R. Fairn Collection. We hope to publish a cata-
logue by architect, place and building type in the next
year.

The M/A archivist mounted a small display at the an-
nual meeting of the Nova Scotia Association of Archi-
tects on February 10. This year the display was made up
of recent architectural drawings found in the archives of
the Engineering and Works Department, City of Halifax.
The highlights of the display were:

1. A set of drawings of a proposed Market Building
dated 1850. These appear to be similar to a de-
scription of designs submitted by David Stirling to
the Council

2. A complete set of drawings dated 1888 and signed
by Edward Elliot for a City Hall, on the Grand Pa-
rade. They are also signed by the Builders and rep-
resentatives of the City.
