PRINTED SOURCE MATERIAL FOR CANADIAN 
GOVERNMENT BUILDINGS 
C.J. Taylor, Member, Public Works 
Historical Society 

Public bui l dings form a large part 
of the historic architecture in 
Canada and many of these, such as 
post offices, customs houses , office 
buildings, and armouries, have been 
constructed for the Canadian govern­
ment . These buildings, even the 
pre-Confederation ones, have docu­
mentation relating to their 
construction because of the abundance 
of records kept by various government 
departments . Most of these records 
are in the form of written or 
unpubl ished documents and those more 
than thirty years old are deposited 
in the Public Records Division of 
the Public Archives of Canada. But 
much useful information pertaining 
to the construction of these build­
ings can also be found in published 
documents. This latter category is 
usually an annual report of a 
government department and its form 
makes it much more readily available 
to the researcher than the first 
category. The sheer volume of 
printed government documents, however, 
coupled with the complex and shifting 
areas of responsibility of various 
government departments may serve to 
defeat the researcher . This article 
actually grew out of my own baffle­
ment with government records which 
led to discussions with the reference 
librarian at the National Library of 
Canada and research into the history 
of government organization. I began 
by preparing some notes as my own 
guide and then wrote these up as a 
guide to other researchers. 

The basic reference book for printed 
government sources is Canadian 
Government Publications, a Manual 
for Librarians by Marion Villiers 
Higgins , American Library Association, 
Chicago, 1939. (The Library of 
Congress Catalogue number is gl375, 
C2, H6.) 'Higg ins' , as the 
librarians call it, is a descriptive 
guide to the location and use of 
government publications. It also 
provides an excellent summary of the 
organization and history of the civil 
service. The first three chapters 
of the book are entitled : Use, 
Distribution and Care of Canadian 
Government Documents; Government 
Organization; and Publications of 
Legislative Bodies. The remaining 
fifteen chapters discuss the govern­
ment departments giving their 
organization and publications.

LA DOCUMENTATION SUR LES EDIFICES 
DU GOUVERNEMENT CANADIEN

place importante dans l'architecture 
historique au Canada; plusieurs 
d'entre eux (bureaux de paste ou des 
douanes, edifices a bureaux et salles 
d'armes) ant ete construits expresse­
ment pour le gouvernement canadien .

Mais la quantite 
monumentale des publications gouverne­
mentales , s ' alliant a la complexite 
des structures et au caractere 
mouvant des domaines de responsabilit€ 
des ministeres, a de quai decourager 
le chercheur. Submerge par cette 
complexite, j'ai fait appel au 
service de reference de la Biblio­
theque nationale, ce qui m'a amene 
a entreprendre des recherches sur 
l'histoire de l'organisation gouverne­
mentale. J ' ai commence par prendre 
quelques notes pour m'y retrouver, 
puis j'ai ecrit cet article afin de 
faciliter la tache d'autres 
chercheurs. 

Le livre de reference de base sur 
les imprimes du gouvernement s'appelle 
Canadian Government Publications, a 
Manual for Librarians par Marion 
Villiers Higgins, American Library 
Association, Chicago, 1939. (Nurnero 
de catalogue de la bibliotheque du 
Congres: Zl375, C2, H6.) Ce volume 
que les bibliothecaires appellant le 
"Higgins", est un guide descriptif 
qui explique la fa~con de trouver et 
utiliser les publications gouverne­
mentales. Il contient aussi un 
excellent resume de l'organisation 
et de l'histoire de la fonction 
publique. Les trois premiers 
c hapitres s ' intitulent: Use, 
Distribution and Care of Canadian 
Government Documents; Government 
Organization; Publications of the 



For information on a particular 
government building the researcher 
may want to consult the annual report 
of the relevant government department, 
for example, the Report of the 
Minister of Militia and Defense on 
the building of an armoury. It has 
been my experience, however, that the 
department concerned does not usually 
interest itself in the construction 
of a building as this responsibility 
normally lies with the Department of 
Public Works. 

Before plunging into the documents 
of this department it is first best 
to have some knowledge of its 
organization and development. In 
addition to 'Higgins', there are few 
works which treat this subject. An 
excellent history of public works in 
Canada in the pre-Confederation period 
can be found in J.E. Hodgetts, 
Pioneer Public Service, An Adminis­
trative History of the United Canadas, 
1841 1867, University of Toronto 
Press, Toronto, 1955. As well as 
providing a concise overview of the 
evolution of public works, it provides 
a useful analysis of the fluctuating 
responsibilities of the Commissioner 
and Chief Engineer. Its companion 
book by the same author, The Canadian 
Public Service: a Physiology of 
Government, 1867-1970, University of 
Toronto Press, ca. 1973, is much less 
useful to the architectural research­
er, being mainly a theoretical 
analysis of government organization. 
Its worth lies in the fact that it 
and its comoanion are the most 
readily available discussions of 
civil service departments. A more 
practical but rarer guide to the 
Department of Public Works is K.M. 
Cameron, Public Works in Canada under 
the Department of Public Works, 
King's Printer, Ottawa, 1939. 

For a ready reference to the various 
phases of organization of the public 
works department in Canada, the 
following summary is given: The 
origins of the Department of Public 
Works pre-date 1839 when a Board of 
Works was created in Lower Canada. 
A similar board existed in the United 
Province of Canada after 1841. Up 
until this time the Board of Works' 
involvement in public buildings was 
minimal as it concerned itself 
primarily with the construction of 
roads, bridges, canals, harbours, 
timber slides, etc. In 1846 the 
Board of V.lorks was replaced by a 
Commissioner and Assistant 
Commissioner of Public Works and by 
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Legislative Bodies. Les quinze 
autres decrivent la structure et les 
publications des divers ministeres. 

Pour des renseignements sur une 
edifice specifique, le chercheur 
voudra peut-etre consulter le rapport 
annuel du ministere concern§, par 
exemple, le Rapport du ministre de la 
Milice et de la Defense, au sujet 
d'une caserne militaire.

Avant de s'enfoncer dans les docu­
ments de ce ministere, il est 
preferable d'avoir une certaine idee 
de sa structure et de son evolution. 
En plus du "Higg ins", il exi~te peu 
d'ouvrages sur ce sujet. Le livre 
de J.E. Hodgetts, Pioneer Public 
Service, An Administrative History 
of the United Canadas, 1941-1867, 
(University of Toronto Press, Toronto, 
1955), trace un excellent historique 
des travaux publics au Canada pour 
la periode precedant la Confederation. 
En plus d'une vue globale de 
l'evolution des travaux publics, il 
contient une analyse utile de la 
fluctuation des r esponsabilites 
attribuees au Commissaire et a 
l'ingenieur en chef. Du meme auteur, 
The Canadian Public Service: a 
Physiology of Government, 1867-1970, 
(University of Toronto Press, ca. 
1973), est beaucoup moins utile a 
la recherche en architecture, etant 
surtout une analyse theorique de 
l'organisation gouvernementale. La 
valeur principale des deux livres 
reside dans le fait qu'ils sont les 
plus facilement accessibles de tous 
les volumes sur l'evolution de la 
fonction publicque. Mentionnons un 
guide plus pratique mais plus 
difficile a denicher, a savoir 
l'ouvrage de K.M. Cameron, Public 
Works in Canada under the Department 
of Public Works, l'Imprimeur du roi, 
Ottawa, 1939. 

On y donne le resume suivant de 
l'evolution du ministere des Travaux 
publics au Canada: "Les origines du 
ministere des Travaux publics rernont­
ent a avant 1839, lorsqu'on institua 
au Bas-Canada un Conseil des Travaux. 
Un conseil sernblable exista dans la 
Province du Canada apres 1841. 
JUSqU I a Cette date 1 la participation 
du Conseil a la construction 
d'edifices publics fut minimale, car 



1847 public works administration was 
building and erecting court houses 
and jails in Canada East . 

By the 1850's new post offices and 
customs houses were being built 
throughout the province. In 1859 a 
Department of Public Works was 
created headed by a Commissioner of 
Public Works. Confederation ushered 
in a new federal Department of Public 
Works, headed by a minister, and 
given responsibility for all publ i c 
works not under the supervis i on of 
the orovince, such as canals, roads, 
bridges, lighthouses, etc. In 1879 
railways and canals were assigned to 
the department organized to supervise 
them, lighthouses went to the 
Department of Mar ine and Fisheries , 
penitentiaries to the Department of 
Justice, smaller dri l l halls and 
armour i es to the Department of 
Militia and Defence. 

Within the Department of Public Works, 
the responsibility for public bui l d ­
ings rested with the Assistant Chief 
Engineer and Architect, F.P. Rubidge, 
until 1 871 when Thomas S. Scott was 
appointed Architect of the Department 
of Public Works. This title was 
changed to Chief Architect in 1872 
and since that time the building and 
maintenance of most federa l govern­
ment buildings has been supervised 
by the Chief Architect ' s Branch of 
the Department of Public Works. 

The principal publicat i on of the 
Department of Public Works is cited 
as: Canada. Public works, Depart­
ment of. Report. 1841 - (V.l). The 
years 1 84 1-1 860 are found in the 
Appendices to the Journals of the 
Legislative Assembly; 1861-1924 in 
Sessional Papers; 1925 - in annual 
departmental reports, although 
individual volumes were publ i shed 
prior to this. After 1 871 the Report 
contains an appendix or section which 
is the report of the Chief Architect. 
"The Chief Architect's Report" li sts 
buildings which have been constructed 
in the previous fiscal year and gives 
some detai l of their des i gn. It 
a l so describes additions and altera ­
tions to existing government 
buildings. This publication is 
available at princi pal libraries in 
Canada but rarely in a complete 
collection outs i de of Ontario. 

Among the publications of the Depart­
ment of Public Works are two General 
Reports which are of special 
interest to architectura l researchers. 
The first , Genera l Report of the 
Commissioner of Public Works for the

Year Ending 30th June 1867, is a 
summary of the work done by the 
outgoing provincial Department of 
Public Works for the new federai 
government . Cited as: Canada . 

Public Works, Department of. Report, 
1867., it lists all the public 
buildings inherited by the federal 
government from the old Province of 
Canada. An Appendix by F.P . Rubidge 
describes Rideau Hall. Another 
Appendix by G.F. Baillairge , C.E. 
describes the government buildings 
erected before 1867. He gives, in 
many instances, the date of con­
struction, the architect , the builder, 
the cost, and a description of the 
building. The General Report to the 
Minister of Public Works from 30th 
June, 1867 to 1st July 1882, should 
be a standard reference book for 
architectural historians in Canada. 
Cited as : Canada . Public Works, 
Department of . General Report 1867-
18~2; it contains the "Report on 
Public Buildings throughout the 
Dominion" by Thomas Fuller, Chief 
Architect . Fuller 's report is an 
inventory of all buildings owned by 
the federal government, giving a 
brief description of each building, 
its date of construction and in many 
cases, the architect. As in the 
annual "Chief Architect's Report", 
the buildings are organized by 
province and town. I am not certain 
of the availability of these General 
Reports but they can be obtained on 
inter-library loan. 

Of lesser signficance to the 
researcher of public buildings than 
the Department of Public Works , but 
still useful, is the Auditor-General . 
The annual report , cited as: Canada. 
Auditor -General's Office. Report of 
the Auditor General ... 1878-(V.l)., 
includes an account of all expendi-­
tures of the government for the 
previous fiscal year . Some reports 
are more detailed than others but it 
is sometimes possible to find an 
itemized list of expenditures for 
specific government buildings. This 
information can provide invaluable 
information about the original 
interior of a building.

Ce dernier 
donne aussi dans bien des cas la date 
de construction , le nom de 
l'architecte et de ! ' entrepreneur , 
le cout et une description de 
! ' edifice. Le General Report to the 
Minister of Public Works from 30th 
June 1 867 to 1st July 1882 , devrait 
etre un classique pour les historiens 
de !'architecture. Cite comme suit:

General Report 1867-1882; ce livre 
contient un autre rapport, celui de 
l'architecte en chef Thomas Fuller, 
"Report on Public Buildings through­
out the Dominion", qui fait 
l 'inventaire des edificesappartienent 
au gouvernement federal , les decrit 
brievement, donne la date de con­
struction et souvent le nom de 
l'architecte. Comme dans le rapport 
annuel , les edifices sont inventories 
selon la province et la ville. On 
peut les obtenir par pret inter­
bibliotheque.

On y trouve 
parfois une liste detaillee des 
depenses de construction, ce qui 
fournit une information precieuse sur 
l'interieur original de certains 
edifices.
