CM,ADIAN ARCHITECTURAL ARCHIVE AT THE 
UNIVERSITY OF CALGARY 

The Faculty of Environmental Design 
and the University Library have un­
dertaken the development of an Archi­
tectural Archive concerned principal­
ly with the development of Canadian 
architecture through the twentieth 
century. The collections have both 
regional interest centered on the 
records of the Alberta Association of 
Architects itself and extending to 
include the acquisit i on of material 
from past and present Alberta archi­
tectural firms; but also a national 
focus i n the development of modern 
architecture across Canada. Among 
the first collections acquired are 
the records of the John B. Parkin 
practice extending back to the late 
1930's and including material up to 
1965 . This material has been acqui­
red through the good offices of the 
successor firm, Neish Owen Rowland 
and Roy of Toronto, who will continue 
to contribute to the Archive from 
year to year. The west coast will be 
represented by the records of Thomp­
son Berwick Pratt and Partners of 
Vancouver, going back to the original 
Sharp and Thompson practice estab lished 
before World War I. Material from 
more recent firms will include records 
from Raymond T . Affleck's Montreal 
practice, material from the Toronto 
based Thorn Partnership, and others 
of particular interest and i mportance.

SURVEY OF ARCHITECTURAL RECORDS IN 
OTTAWA 

Heritage Ottawa is carrying out a 
survey of architectural records of 
Ottawa architects in private collection 
with a g rant from the Ontario Heritage 
Foundation and support of the Public 
Archives of Canada, the Society for 
the Study of Architecture in Canada, the 
Ottawa Chapter of the Ontario Associa­
tion of Architects and Carleton Univer­
sity. The Architectural Inventory Group, 
under the direction of Dr. Harold Kalman, 
consist of Carleton University a rt his­
toru students, Nancy Burgoyne, David 
Rankin, Lynda White and Carleton Univer­
sity architecture student Stanislas 
Laba. 
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The Archive is not just a drawings 
collection. It is a comprehensive 
resource which includes correspondence, 
financial records, photographs and all 
other relevant documentary material, 
as well as the original architectural 
and engineering working drawings, pre­
sentation drawings, and sketches. 
Comprehensive collections of this sort 
raise new and difficult questions of 
storage and processing. Some subor­
dinate material can be best preserved 
and made accessible by microfilm or 
microfiche, multiple copies of routine 
documentation may simply be inventoried 
while it is, of course, important to 
preserve originals of correspondence 
and drawings dealing directly with ar­
chitectural projects. Further problems 
of conservation are posed by the often 
ephemeral nature of the techniques used 
by architects for drawings, particular­
ly since the advent of Zipatone and 
Letraset. These are among the issues 
the Archive staff are exploring. They 
would welcome the exchange of informa­
tion on these and other subjects as 
well as inquiries concerning appropri­
ate use of the material. 

The Faculty of Environmental Design 
at the University of Calgary is at 
present employing material in the Ar­
chive for both teaching and research 
and it is hoped that active use of the 
material for teaching, for research, 
public exhibition and publication will 
grow swiftly as knowledge of the Ar­
chive's resources spreads.
