"Dalnavert", the home of Sir Hugh 
John MacDonald, has received this 
fall the Prairie Regional Prize 
Award of Heritage Canada for notable 
achievement in heritage conservation. 
The Manitoba Historical Society 
under president, W. Steward Martin, 
Q.C., arranged to purchase the house 
in 1970 and has been made a house 
museum to help maintain the memory 
of the son of Canada's first prime 
minister who became premie r of 
Manitoba. The residence was res­
tored under the direction of John 
Chivers, restoration architect 
assisted by George Walker, interior 
designer, to its condition of about 
1895. Its conservation has served as 
a benchmark achievement for preser­
vation in Manitoba and as an impor­
tant means to education for all who 
visit the house about upper class 
life style of turn of the century 
Winnipeg.

HISTORIC WINNIPEG RESTORATION STUDY 

In November in Winnipeg discuss­
ion focused on the "Historic 
Winnipeg Restoration Study" pre­
pared by the city's Department of 
Environmental planning. Quoting 
from this report: "Many cities of 
North America have now begun to take 
advantage of Old Town potential, 
GASTOWN in Vancouver, and similar 
projects in Victoria, Montreal, 
Philadelphia, Atlanta, New Orleans ... 
If any area in Winnipeg has claim to 
Old Town status, it is certainly the 
area centred on Albert Street,tucked 
in behind the north-west corner of 
Portage and Main. This is the oldest 
urban area and was the heart of the 
City in its formative years at the 
turn of the century. While the years 
have seen its stagnation, the unique 
character of its buildings and spaces 
remains. Its immediate proximity 
to the present day heart of downtown 
Winnipeg demands a potential un­
realized by its preseht wholesaling 
use." The project to revitalize 
this warehouse district is to be a 
cooperative one between the local 
area property owners formed as an 
association and the two levels of 
government, city and province. 



DEMOLITION APPLICATION FOR SANDYFORD PLACE 

IN HAMILTON

Bis Wo r sh ip the Mayor and

I wr it e on b e half of the Society 
for the Study of Architecture in 
Canada to say we are astonished and 
dismayed to learn that Messrs 
Finocchi and Cupido of FINCUP 
Holdings applied yesterday for a 
demolition permit to destroy their 
portion of the fine row house on 
Duke Street known as Sandyford Place. 

The architectural i mportance of 
this celebrated structure of circa 
1858 is well known. It is cited 
and illustrated in standard works 
o n the history of Canadian archi­
tecture s u c h as Marion MacRae and 
Anthony Adamson 's book, Th e Ancestral 
Roof: Domestic Architecture of 
Upper Canada (Toronto, 1963), as well 
as local publicat i ons suc h as 
Alexa nder MacKay's booklet, 
Victorian Architecture in Hamilton 
(Hamilton, 1967). This was o nce a 
common kind of structure in our

larger cities but nineteenth-century 
examples of such buildings are now 
relatively rare . Sandyford Place 
is -- without question - - o n e of 
the most distinguished row houses 
ever erected in the province. It 
was never more relevant than at t he 
present when "town house s" are once 
again built i n emulation of this 
urban and urbane type; like them, 
it combines comparatively hig h 
density with a low profi l e. One 
need not stress this point in the 
light of the exemplary report 
e nt itled Central Hamilton: 
Residential Developme nt Alternatives; 
~ Study Prepared for t h e City of 
Ha~ilton by Diamond a nd Myers, 
~rchitects and Planne rs (1973). 

The c heckered history of attempts 
to secur2 the future of this great 
buildi ng is also wel l known to the 
Board. The developers who own 
Sandyford Plac e offered it to 
Heritaie Hamilton Limited at what 
was promised would be cost and a 
r easonable profit. Concerned 
citizens across the province -- not 
just Hamiltonians -- contributed to 
the fund only to discover that the 
developers had not acted in good 
fa ith: the developers wer e not 
prepared to sell t he structure 
after all. A shabby way to do 
busi ness.

To plan to destroy so important 
a part of our architectural heri ­
tage in Canada would be disgrace­
f ul in a ny case, and to seek to 
demol i s h a portion of the building 

s ince the whole does not belong 
to the developers -- seems savage . 

If it is also true , a s it is 
reported to be, that ~INCUP propose 
to d emolish the structure for no 
purpose , this is truly repre hen­
sible . As they have no known plan s 
for n ew construction on this site, 
suc h destruction must be judged 
a particularly irresponsible and 
wanton act of urban vandali s m. 
I t is part of a pattern that is 
alread y too familiar virtually 
e verywhere in the province. 

This s ituation demo ns trat es once 
agai n the urgent nee d for strong 
provinc ial legislation to protect 
our most important works of archi­
tecture (to say nothing of 
c h a racteristi c but l esser works 
which are also imperilled). 

We urge you, on behalf of 
Canadians -- not me r ely Hamilton ­
ians or Ontarians -- who care 
about their culture and values to 
take action. We beg you to i nvoke 
the City of Hamilton Act, g iving 
s hort-term protection to the 
building, and - - during this brief 

per iod -- to utilize the demoli­
tion con trol legislation to 
designate at least one r esid e ntial 
a r ea which e ncompasses Sandyford 
Place a nd affords the l o ng -t e rm 
prot e ction that i s obviously needed.

Le patr i moine historique et 
a r c hitectural, dont on vient a 
peine de d~couvr lr Ia valeur n'a 
jamaise ete autant e n danger: Un 
pcu partout i trave r s 1 e Canada de 
vieux bitiments tombent so us l e 
pic des demolisseurs. 

Au Quebec, et surtou t a Quebec 
et i Montreal, la s ituation est 
cr itique. Dan s la Metropol e, il 
y a d e ja quelques mo is que la 
goutte d'eau a fait deborder l c 
verre . Des Montrealais regroupes 
sou s le nom de "Sauvons Montreal" 
tentent, avec d e mai g r es moyens, 
de f aire face aux centaines d e 
millions d e dollar s que r e present­
e nt l es promoteurs immobiliers.

En plus d e soutenir les travaux 
individuels de ses me mbres, le 
g roup e de r echerche e ntend mettre 
del'avantdes projets a long terme.

Le livre s era publie bientot par 
l e mini s tere de s Affaires c ultur­
elles dan s la co llec tion "Civili ­
satio~ du Qu ebec". 

Con sc i e nts de leur tole a j oue r 
dans l e ur milieu, les membres du 
groupe o nt aussi prepare d es d? ssieffi 
etoffe s sur dive rs batiments a 
preserve r dans la r eg ion d e Quebec. 
A titre d'exemp l e, le dossier con­
cernant l'eglise Saint-Patrice, 
dans le Vieux - Quebec. Malheureuse ­
ment, ils n 'ont reussi qu ' a

Un autre dossi er concerne l' an ­
c ienne prison des Plaines d'Abraham;

Il est a souhaiter qu e l es 
commentaires du Groupe de recher c he 
e n a rt du Quebec seront pri s en 
consid e ratio n .
