WIND.SOR, N. S. 

THE Governors of King's College, in accordance with their annual 
custom, since the re-organization of the Institution, have now the 
pleasure of submitting to its friends and the public, their Eleventh 
Calendar setting forth its present condition and prospects. They 
desire in the first place to acknowledge the Divine blessing which 
has rested on the College during the. year. That blessing is there 
invoked twice every day in Term. time, and also at every meeting 
of the Governors for the transaction of business-in the hope that 
a sanctifying influence may pervade both those who have the 
management of the Seminary, and those who are under their care. 

It will be seen by the Reports in the Appendix that notwith­
standing the absence of the President in Europe for the greater 
part of the year; and the removal of Professor EVERETT to 
Glasgow, the usual course of study has been, as far as possible, 
pursued. 

The Rev. Canon HENSLEY assumed the duties of Professor 
of Mathematics (which office he had filled before) in addition 
to those of Professor of Theology ; and although the departure 
of the late accomplished occupant of the Mathematical Chair was 
much regretted, it is hoped no injury has accrued to his pupils by 
the change of instructors. Professor Hm,SLEY has been invested 
during the year with the office of Vice-President. 

To the Classical Department the Rev. G. HODGSON has been ap­
pointed. He had passed through College very creditably, and had 
subsequently conducted the Academy at Lunenburg to the satisfac-

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tion of its Trustees. He has also been appointed Fellow of the 

College. 
No additional charge has been incurred by the appointment of 

Mr. HoDGSON, as the President pays his salary out of his own, in 
consideration of his being thus relieved from many of his former 

duties. 
Professor STIEFELHAGEN, who had been on a visit to his native 

land, has resumed his duties . in th~ important department of 
Modern Languages, over which he has so long and so effectively 
presided, and his return has been cordially welcomed by the 
Governors, the Faculty, the Students, and the community. 

Professor How, D. C. L., has had no holiday, but has remained 
unremittingly engaged at the post which for ten years he has occu­
pied with so much credit to himself, to the University, and to the 
Province at large. His scientific assistance has been rendered to 
the Nova Scotia Conunissiorfers to the Dublin Exhibition, ( as for­
merly to that of London, in 1862,) to which a contribution was 
loaned, under Dr. How's selection, from the Mineralorrical Cabinet t, 

of the College. The yearly discovery and development of the rich 
mineral stores of our country, render it very important to have at 
hand one of such high professional skill and attainments as Dr. 
How, and the value of his services has been made available on 

many occasions. 
The Governors have to record with much regret the death of 

the Hon. Judge STEWART, C. B., a valuable member of the Board. 
He ever took a lively interest in the welfare of the College, and 
especially directed his efforts to securing a practical education for 
the young men, suited to the progressive character of the age. 
One of his latest acts was to move for a minute enquiry into the 
course of instruction at the Collegiate School, with the view of 
preventing an undue prominence of Classical over English studies, 
and the acquirement of modern languages, and whatever else may 
best fit the youth of our country for the duties of life. Shortly 
before his death he imported from England, and presented to the 
Library, four large volumes containing full official Reports on all 
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the great Schools of England, a most valuable auxiliary to those 
charged with the Education of our youth at the present day. 

The enquiry suggested by Judge STEWART elicited a detailed 
~eport from Rev. Dr. BLACKMAN, shewing that while due place is 
given at the school to Classics, it is not at the expense of a thorough 
English training, in conjunction with modern languages-taught 
by Dr. STIEFELHAGEN. The number of pupils is forty. Consider­
ing the Collegiate School to be, as it always has been, an important 
feeder of the College, the Governors are anxious to see it well 
filled by those who are looking forward to the regular Academical 
course, as well as by all others who desire a sound practical 
education, for which the Academy affords desirable facilities. 

The Governors have to acknowledge with pleasure the service 
gratuitously rendered to the College by T. B. AKrxs, Esquire, 
Barrister-at-Law, by his published collection of Facts connected 
with the early History of the Institution, which he has brought . 
down to the year 1845, a few years before the auspicious revival of 
the College, and its fresh sta,rt in · its present career of useful­
ness under the impetus given to it by the exertions of its Alumni. 
and other friends. At the request of the Board, the honorary 
degree of D. C. L. has been conferred on Mr. AKDS in acknowledrre-
ment of his services. 0 

It will be remembered that in the Calendar for 1864, it was 
announced that this gentleman had endowed a prize of thirty 
dollars, annually, for the best Essay on the County History of Nova 
Scotia, and that Rants was the County first selected. Three 
Essay~ were accordingly submitted this year to the appointed 
Exammers, and two of them being of nearly equal merit, it was 
agr:ed to divi~e the amount between the authors, namely: Benj. 
Snuth, Esqmre, of Douglas, County of Rants, an old and 
valued friend of the Church and the College, and Mr. Cox, 
of Falmouth, at present pursuing his studies at the Univer­
sity. It is hoped that · fo,r the prize of 1866, there will be a 
larger competition. The subject is the County of Colcliester. 
There can be no questio~ as to the importance of this prize as

tending to elicit, and preserve from oblivion, many interesting tra­
ditions of a period fast passing from the memory of the oldest 
living m_an, and to form valuable data for the future historian of 
our country. 

It is satisfactory to find that Capt. DUNCAN, R. A., and D.C.L., 
who gave a prize in Geology in the year 186!2, has been pleased 
to renew it this year at $9W, and next year at $40,-in order to 
stimulate students in that important branch of science. The donor 
is connected by marriage with a respected family of this city, of 
whom four have passed through College with distinguished honor, 
and have ever taken an active part in its affairs. 

The Library and Museum do not receive as large contributions 
from year to year as is desirable, and practicable, if those who 
have been trained at the College would embrace every opportunity 
of enlarging the collection in each. 

This year, however, has been distinguished by a Royal gift, 
with an autograph of Her Majesty, of the Speeches and Public 
Addresses of the late lamented PRINCE ALBERT, in an elegantly 
bound volume; which now adorns the shelves of the Lib.rary. 
The Governors of course acknowledged this gracious gift by an 
unanimous vote of respectful thanks, transmitted through His 
Excellency the Lieutenant-Governor, in which they referred with, 
pride to the fact that Her Majesty's Royal Grandfather GEORGE III. 
was the Founder of, and granted his Royal Charter to, this Univer­
sity before any other in his Colonial dominions, and on various 
occasions testified his warm and personal interest in its welfare. 

The Encrenia of 1865 was as usual an interesting celebration, 
and well attended; among the Degrees conferred was that of 
D. C. L., on His Excellency Sir RICHARD GRAVES MAcDoNNELL. 

The Rev. GEO. W. HILL, now Rector of St. Paul's, Halifax, 
who was a member of the Board in 1854, was elected to fill the 
vacancy caused by the death of Judge STEWART; and S. P. FAIR­
BANKS, Esquire, Commissioner of Crown Lands, was re-elected. 

Ii{ the last Calendar, reference was made to the embarrassment 
caused in the financial concerns of the .College by the .recent war 
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in the United States, and the state of the money market. Happily 
that war is now ended, and it is hoped that dividends unavailable 
during the last four years, will ere long be received as before. It is 
satisfactory to be able to add that, notwithstanding the pressure 
alluded to, salaries and other pecuniary engagements have been 
promptly met by the Treasurer. There are a few outstanding notes 
given for the Endowment Fund still unpaid, which it is hoped the 
signers will require no further urging to discharge without any 
additional delay. 

In conclusion, the Governors respectfully call upon all the 
Alumni of the College, and all its other friends, wheresoever they 
may . be, to continue their interest and their exertions in its behalf, ' 
and assist in maintaining the high character which for more than 
seventy years it has enjoyed among the Educational Institutions of 
this Continent.

The Governors 
publish below, the names of all who possess the right of nomination, 
and they hope that those whose notes of hand are still unpaid, will 
discharge the same without farther delay, so that their names may 
not be struck off the list, and that they may not lose the valuable 
privilege attached to a College certificate.

ALGEBRA is studied· from the commencement of the first year, 
until Quadratic Equations have been passed. Euclid is commenced 
at the same time, and continued to the end of Book VI., the class 
recitincr a certain number of propositions which they have prepared 
beforehand and the Professor supplving such explanation and 
amplificati;n as are to be found in the best comn1;entaries 0:1 Euclid's 
text. To this is added the solution of geometncal exercises. 

A knowledo-e of the principal rules of A.rithmetic, including Vul· 
•sar and Deci;al Fractions and Proportion, is assumed to be possess­
~d by all Students in the first instance; and without it they cannot 
be expected to attend the mathematical lectures with advantage. 
A few hours in the early part of the course, ·which ai:e a~l that can 
be spared for this subject, are devoted to an exammat10n of the 
principles, of Arithmetic, and to the working of_ a. few examples. 
The use of Loirarithms is then entered upon, and is illustrated by a 
variety of applications with the view of enabling Stude~ts to attain 
ready command of this important instrument _of calculati_on. . 

Trigonometry is then commenced, the practical part bemg c~rn~d 
as far as the more colflplicated problems usually to be met with m 
works on the subject, while enough of t~e theoi·t is taught ;o estab­
lish the proofs of all the rules for solution of tnar_igles. 1he moi:e 
important problems in Mensuration are also studied both theoreti· 
cally and practically. 
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~nangtmtnt of Jtudit!l. 

THE daily lectures for the Undergraduate Course commence at 
10 A. M. and are continued till 3¼ P. M. The course of instruc­
tion is so arranged as to embrace the successive study of ,the best 
Classical Authors, the Hebrew Language, Logic, Rhetoric and 
Ethics; the several parts of Mathematics, Natural Philosophy and 
Astronomy; Chemistry and Natural History. The Modern Lan­
guages, comprising German, French, Italian and Spanish Literature 
and Conversation, are practically taught. All the Students are 
instructed in the Greek Testament, in Bible History and the Evid­
ences; and separate classes are formed for such members of the -
University as desire instruction in Systematic Divinity and Pastoral 
Theology, with a Yiew to entering on the ministry of the Church. 

Trrn Classical Authors selected for study are, in History, Hero­
dotus, Thucydides and Xenophon, Livy and Tacitus; in Oratory, 
Demosthenes and Cicero; in Poetry, Homer, Euripides, Sophocles, 
Mschylus, and occasionally Aristophanes and Pindar, Virgil, 
Horace, Juvenal and Lucretius. The tl'eatises of Aristotle on 
Ethics, Rhetoric and Poetics, with those of Cicero de Officiis and 
de Oratore, de Arnicitia and de Senectute, and the Comedies of 
Terence or Plautus, are sometimes read. 

~ogit, &c 

T1rn Logical course comp1·ises Simple and Complex Apprehension, 
J udgrnent and Reasoning, expressed by corresponding Terms, Pro­
positions and Syllogisms explained and exemplified. The legitimate 
construction of Syllogisms is carefully taught. The inductive and 
demonstrative methods of reasoning are considered, with the several 
kinds of evidence adapted to the different descriptions of subjects, 
mathematical and moral, or probable. During this course, as in 
most of the others, the Student is duly informed of the valuable 
matter to he found in the works of ancient and modern writers.

' THE German, French, Spanish, and Italian Languages a1:e car~-
fully taught. Extracts from the literature of the best wnte:·s m 
each are read with grammatical precision, and the conversational 
and epistolary styles are practically exemplified. 

~ivinity and ~ntltoral ibtology. 

GENERAL lectures are delivered every Sunday evening on the 
Greek Testament and Scripture History, which are attended by all 
the Students in their first and second years. 

The special course laid down for Divinity Students extends over a 
period of four years at least, and embraces the different branches of 
Theology, Exegetical, Systematic, Historical and Pastoral, together 
with Ecclesiastical History and Polity. 

During the undergraduate course in the first year the attention of 
the Students is confined principally to the Greek Testament ; the 
Acts of the Apostles and one or more of the Gospels forming the 
subjects of the lectures. 

In the second year some of the Epistles of St. Paul are carefully 
read in the original; and lectures. are delivered on the Evidences of 
Christianity, the Literary History, Criticism, and Interpretation of 
the Scriptures, and Biblical Archreology. 

The third year is occupied in the study of Ecclesiastical History 
in gen~ral, and that of the Church of England in particular. To 
this is added a thorough Analysis of the Liturgy of the Church of 
England, and a review of the changes which it has undergone. 
The XXXIX Articles are committed to memory in Latin and 
English, proved from Scripture, and briefly explained. 

In the fourth year the study of Systematic Divinity is steadily 
pursued. Browne's Expositions of the Articles, Peal'son on the 
Creed, Butler's Analogy, and similar works are carefully studied, 
and form the text-books of lectures. To these are added Hooker's 
Ecclesiastical Polity, Church History and Christian Antiquities. 
The Epistles of St. Paul to Timothy and Titus, and other portions 
of the Greek Testament are read, the best critical apparatus being 
employed in their elucidation. When time allows, some of the 
works of the Fathers of the Christian Church, such as the Epistle 
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· A few lectures on the popular portions of Mechanics and Astro­
nomy are given in the first year. Towards the end of the second 
year, when the Trigonometrical com·se has been concluded, the 
former subject receives a large share of attention; Statics and 
Dynamics, with the elements of Hydrostatics, occupying two hours 
a week for two or three terms. 

Some of. the more advanced students are exercised in the higher 
parts of Algebm, and of Analytical Trigonometry. Co-ordinate 
Geometry (including Conic Sections,) and the Differential and 
Integral Calculus, also occupy a considerable portion of time during 
the third year. 

THE instruction in Chemical Science consists in :-
1st. A course of class lectures on General Chemistry, Theo­

retical and Applied : these are, to a great extent, Catechetical ; 
experiments are constantly performed beforn the class, and speci­
mens of chemical preparations are exhibited, illustrating amply the 
subjects under discussion. 

Chemical Physics forms a considerable part of this course; and 
the Chemistry of Mineralogy is illustrated as much as possible by 
reference to Nova Scotian Minerals, of which specimens are regu­
larly brought forward for examination. The course extends through 
four terms. 

2nd. A course of Laboratory Instruction in Analysis, Qualita­
tive and Quantitative, and in the preparation of Reagents and other 
substances. "\Vritten exercises are prescribed in Notation, Equa­
tions, and Quantitative Problems. There is no class; each Student 
is furnished with a set of analytical apparatus, has the use of the 
larger apparatus of the laboratory when necessary, ai1d performs 
his own experiments under the superintendence of the Professor. 

CATECHETICAL lectures are held in:-
Physiology, chiefly Human, illustrated by Diagrams; Botany, 

illustrated by Living and Dried Plants; Geology, illustrated by 
collections of Rocks and Fossils of Nova Scotia and other countries. 
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THERE are several thousand books on the shelves, but the num­
ber by no means gives an adequate idel!l of the value. Contrary 
to what is generally the case in such large collections, this Library 
contains very few volumes which would not be looked upon as 
valuable, while some of the ·works are very rare, and to be procured 
only at large prices. The Theological Department comprises fully 
one-third of it, and contains s01ne of the best standard authorities. 
The deficiencies in this respect have been in part supplied through 
the benefactions of +'· B. Akins, Esq., and E. Binney, Esq., ample 
scope being left, nevertheless, for the liberality of other friends of 
the University. It would be very desirable to have a choice 
selection of works bearing on the controversies of the day, as well 
as a few of the principal periodicals. The Governors have lately 
authorized the annual purchase of some Scientific Periodicals of 
the highest standard merit. The Cla:~sical Depi.irtment, containing 
many scarce copies of Latin and Greek authors, might be advan­
tageously augmented by a uniform edition of the Classics, and a 
series of the publications of the best modern critics and annotators. 
Good books of reference, too, are much needed. In Science the 
Library contains several of the most eminent treatises, but it is still 
deficient in many essential branches. In History and General 
Literatwre the collection is good, though incomplete ; but in English 
Poetry, there are scarcely any of the writers of the present century: 
a want which, it is hoped, will not be long permitted to exist. In 
the languages of modern Europe the catalogue is very meagre ; the 
works of Schiller and Gmthe in German, and of Lamartine and 
Voltaire (Historical) in French, being almost the only books in 
these languages likely to attract the attention of Students. The 
College must look to the Alumni, and other friends, for a supply of 
interesting works of standard merit to encourage proficiency in the 
Modern Languages. 
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of. Clement, the Confession of Augustine, Chrysostom on the 
I nest~o.od, and the " Cur Deus Homo " of Anselm, are persued in 
the ongmal. 

. Lectu~es are. given in l_Iomel~tic_s, and the Students are practised 
m the ~1.cparat10n of outlmes of discourses, as well as in the actual 
l:~mJ:>os1t10n of Se:mons. Practical inst:uction is regularly given in 
\Eadmg the Service and the Holy Scriptures, the · management of 
~unday-School~, a:1d occasionally in the general duties of a Parish. 
_Those who desire 1t have also an opportunity of attending lectures 
1ll . ~ebre';· Gre~t advantages a~·e afforded by the excellent col­
lect10n of Theolog1c_al works contamed in the Library, to which all 
have access. Besides the regular lectures suitable books are 
recommended for perusal, and Students are encourao-ed to remain. · 
beyond the four years, a privilege of which they lequently avail 
themselves.

, EvERY Student is required to attend the regular services, morn~ 
mg and a~ternoon, on Sunday at the Church, on the other days of 
the week 1h the College Chapel.

. A meeting of t_he College Board is held regularly every Monday 
m term, for a review of the performance and conduct of the Stu­
dents during the preceding week.· 
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LARGE sums have been expended on this department. There 
are some fine Astronomical Instruments, including among several 
others, Ramsden's Altazimuth, Transit, Sextant and' Artificial Hori­
zon, one of Carey's best and largest Telescopes a Planetarium 
Whirling Table, Solar Microscope, and large Globes. ' 

The rev?lving building erected to answer the purpose of an Ob­
~ervatory 1s _found very serviceable, being well adapted for the 
~struments m use. The apparatus for Surveying is, however, 
mcomplete. A Levelling Instrument, another good Theodolite 
and an Azimuth Compass, are much needed. The Mechanicai 
apparatus is_ sufficient. ~or exhibiting the principal laws of Statics 
and Dy1:am1cs, compnsmg sets of pulleys and levers, illustrations 
of_ centrifugal force and motion of projectiles. Some additions in 
this department would be very desirable, none having been made 
for many years. 

The tw? instruments for observing atmospheric electricity, which 
were furmshed, one of them by the !iberality of Edward Binney, 
Esq., and the other by the Royal Society of London, have been in 
constant use by the Professor. 

Ev~RY_ candidate for th~ deg~·ee of B. A. must have passed an 
exammat10n called Respons10ns, m or between his fourth and sixth 
terms ; the subjects being intermediate between the Matriculation 
and Degree examination. There are two classes, first and second. 

Degrees may be taken either with or without honors. There 
are two classes of honors, and two of ordinary degrees. In · each 
department the subjects of examination are regulated by the degree 
sought, according to a definite Sjheme. 
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THE additions of Minerals, Fossils, and Zoological specimens 
noted from time to time in the periodical reports, obtained by col­
lections, donations and exchanges, have greatly inc"reased the value 
of the College Cabinets. It is hoped that when properly displayed 
and arranged, in the new hall, these illustrations of the Natural 
History of Nova Scotia, and other parts of the world, will be not 
only of service to students, but of attractive interest to visitors. 
Of apparatus used in Physical Science, a tolerable collection has 
been in the College for many years, and, while the actual state of 
all experimental science demands the effectual and condnued assi;t­
ance of generous friends of scientific educat~on, the leading prin­
ciples of the various sections of Physics can still be illustrated. 
Very desirable additions would be a Ruhmkorff's Induction Coil, 
a Spectroscope for Spectrum Analyses, some Dialysing Apparatus, 
and a useful Microscope. 

. Jnlrorafor)!. 

REPLACEME:KT and additions of Apparatus, useful in illustrating 
the yearly course of Chemical lectures, and in the study of Practi­
cal and Analytical Chemistry, have been continually made the last 
few years. Numerous preparations of Chemical substances, many 
of them made in the Laboratory, have been placed upon the 
shelves. It is under consideratioh to convert a portion, at least, of 
the present Library, into a Lecture Room and a Laboratory, for the 
purpose of increasing the facilities in this important department. 

.. 
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THEOLOGY. 

The lectures given in this department have embraced the follow­
ing subjects : The Authenticity and Inspiration of Scripture - its 
Interpretation, including a brief consideration of the aids to be 
derived from external sources; a careful Analysis of the Books of 
the Old and New Testament, especially of the historical books; 
History of the Church of England; the Thirty-nine Articles; the 
Creed; the Septuagint; the Greek Testament; portions of Graves 
on the Pentateuch, of Hooker's Ecclesiastical Polity, Book V., and 
of Butler's Analogy, have been read, and lectures on Homiletics, 
have been delivered weekly. Several sermons have been written 
by each of the members of the senior class, and carefully composed 
papers on various subjects proposed by the frofessors. The dili­
gence and progress exhibited by most in this department has been 
highly satisfactory. 

MATHEMATICS. 

The principal subjects of the Mathematical Lectures have been­
Algebra, with four different classes; Euclid; Plane and Spherical 
Trigonometry; Statics and Mensuration. - The results of the Ter­
minal Examination exhibit satisfactory progress in most of these 
branches. 

NATURAI1 SCTENCE. 

A course of lectures has been commenced on Geology, which 
subject has been studied as far as the carboniferous system. The 
lectures have been -illustrated by diagrams, and by specimens of 
rocks, minerals, and fossils from Nova Scotia and elsewhere. 
Dana's Geology has formed the text-book. In Chemistry, the 
Laws of Combination, the Nomenclature and Notation, and the 
properties of the Non-Metallic elements, have been studied, with 
the usual experimental illustrations. In Practical Chemistry five 
students have been pursuing independent studies in analysis and . 
testing, and in the making of chemical preparations. Dr. How 
reports "that he is_ quite satisfied with the attendance and 
deportment."

THE following is a brief sketch of the course of study pursued at the Collegiate 
School. About one-fourth of the working time of the school is devoted to in­
struction in the Classical Languages:; not quite a fourth to Modern Languages; 
and one-half to English Subjects. ,:· There are three regular teachers, giving in all 
about twelve hours a day to th_e l;msiness of tuition. 

An hour and a half is given each day to Arithmetic. All the pupils, with the 
exception of a very few of tlie juniors, work at this subject at the same time, 
although in different classes. They are carefully taught the various rules, and 
required to exemplify them extensively on their slates and on the black-board. 

A recitation is required in History, three times a week. The lesson is first 
carefully prepared by the pupils at their desks. It is then read distinctly before 
the Master in the class. The books are then shut, and a searchi~ examination 
takes place in the dates, facts, aud principles given or noticed in the passage 
prepared. 

The writing of copies occupies thirty minutes a day. But in addition to this, 
all exercises, essays. and letters addressed to the Master, are converted into 
writing lessons. If a boy's exercise, &c., is badly written, it is returned to him 
to be written over again. . 

Spelling is taught both from Sullivan, and by means of lessons in dictation. 
This latter method the Head Master has found by experience to be incomparably 
the better of the two. Besides this all exercises, &c. are made spelling lessons. 

Geometry and Algebra are taught on alternate days. There are two classes in 
each subject. 

The juniors have Geography every day ; the seniors twice a week. A portion 
of Stewart's text is committed to memory. When this has been repeated, the 
Map is consulted, and the position of the cities, rivers, &c. is pointed out upon it. 
In the course of the lesson the Master brings under notice· the most important 
facts in the history of the countl'y under consideration In this way, such matters 
as the history of the Crimean War, of Denmark and the Duchies, and so on, are 
brought to .the knowledge of the boys. 

En,qlish Grammar is cat'efully taagh_t three times a week, in addition· to which 
every composition handed to the Master is examined with reference to the cor­
rectness of its grammar. 

These eight subjects, with Classics and Modern Languages, form the regular 
course of study pursued. Book-keeping and some other studies are sometimes 
engaged in. Nothing is to be gained by attempting too much. 
. The Training of boys is cons_idered to be a matter of the gravest importance. 
It is, however, in some cases a difficult thing, owing to the fact that boys occa­
sionally' come to the school, who have manifestly been kept under no restraint 
at home. Honour, truth, purity, the voluntary acknowledgement of offences, the 
15olden rule, the acting as in the presence of God, are constantly urged-arid in 
some cases, at first sight unfavourable ones, with very marked and gratifying 
results.
