INTRODUCTION. 

O:NE but those who have studied the history of Collegiate 
titutions during the first period of the settlement of the different 
vinces which now constitute the Dominion of Canada, can form 
adequate conception of the delays and difficulties which beset 
initiation and subsequent provision for the maintenance of 

· g's College-the first Protestant University established in 
lhitish North America. 

Ontario was then a forest wilderness, Quebec a thinly settled 
Boman Catholic province, New Brunswick almost a terra incognita, 

ova Scotia a strictly maritime colony with a few scattered settle­
ments on its coast, numbering in the aggregate not more than

Under these adverse circumstances the preliminary steps were 
en for the foundation of a College at Windsor in the year 1768, 
eight years after the conquest of Canada;* but it was not until 

e year 1788 that an Act of Parliament was obtained for founding, 
blishing, and maintaining a College in the province under the 

e of King's College, of Nova Scotia, and in the year 1790 the 
liege was opened and buildings commenced. 
In 1802, a Royal Charter was granted, conferring on the Col­

in arts and faculties, to continue for ever." 

A Provincial Act to , incorporate the Governors of King\ 
College, repealing the Act of 1788, received the Royal Sanction in 
the year 1853. It contains provisions for the appointment awl 
incorporation of Governors of the College, and that the Royal 
Charter of Incorporation shall not be affected by it. 

The Patron of the University is the Lord Archbishop oi 
Canterbury to whose approbation "all statutes, rules and ordi­
nances" of the Board of Governors are subject. 

The Board of Governors consists of the Lord Bishop of Nova 
Scotia for the time being, who is ex-officio Visitor of the University 
and President of the Board, and twelve Governors who must be 
members of the Church of England. 

Two of the present Governors are life members of the Board, 
and the remaining ten are elected, two in each successive year, by 
the Incorporated Alumni of King's College. At the demise of the 
life Governors, the whole of the members of the Board with the 
exception of its President will be the representatives of the Incor­
porated Alumni, two retiring each year and two being elected at 
the annual meeting in June. · 

The Incorporated Alumni of King's College is a Society formed 
in 1846 for the purpose of sustaining the College and the Col­
legiate School by pecuniary assistance, either '' towards the main­
tenance and support ·of the Teachers therein, or in such other way 
as may best conduce to the end which they have in view." 

The Society has presented to the Board of Governors, in trust 
for the University and College, a handsome and spacious stone 
building for a Library and Museum, besides numerous donations of 
books, minerals, and fossils. It has also annually contributed 
towards the payment of the salaries of some of the professors in 
the College, and of some of the teachers of the Collegiate School. 

* This University w;s founded by Act of Parliament, in 1788, ·under the title of 
King's College, of Nova Scotia. A Royal Charter was granted by George III., 
in 1802. 
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is. to educate young men for Holy Orders, but it extends its privi­
leges to persons of all denominations and requires no religious test. 

It derives in common with other recognized Colleges in Nova 
Scotia, a small annual grant from the Provincial Government, 
and it has received from time to time liberal donations from 
members of variou·s communions. Its system of nominations, else­
where described and enumerated, enables a certain number of 
students to pass through the College course without charge for 
Lecture fees. The new Curriculum, conjointly with new and 
stringent regulations and rules regarding discipline and moral res­
traint, enables the Board of Governors, who · are the responsible 
trustees, to offer opportunities for acquiring sound learning and 
culture to all who may wish to avail themselves of the advantages 
now presented by the University of King's College.

Or, if they shall not have attended the whole time at 
King's College, they shall he required to produce similar certificates 
from the University they have attended. 

They shall send in such certificates to the Vice-President, at 
least one month previous to the beginning of the examination. 
The certificates will have to be signed by the various Professors 
whose courses of lectures they have attended, and no Undergraduate 
shall be allowed to present himself at any Degree Examination 
unless he shall have complied with the above regulations. 

The certificates shall be returned to each Undergraduate after 
the· close of the examination, and Pass and Honours Certificates 
signed by the President and Examiners shall be delivered to those 
Undergraduates who shall have attained the required number of 
marks at the examination. 

The Examinations shall be carried on mainly by written ques­
tions and answers, but the Examiners shall at all times have th, 
power of examining viva voce. 

Undergraduates who shall have passed the Degree Examination 
shall be divided into three classes. 

None shall be admitted into the First Class but those who shaTI 
have taken Honours in any subject. 

The Second Class shall comprise those who shall have shown 
great proficiency in all the subjects of the Pass Examination, bu!' 
who shall not have taken Honours. 

The ·Third Class ;hall comprise all such as have obtained the 
required number of marks, but have not sufficiently distinguished 
themselves to qualify for a place in the First or Second Class. 
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The lists shall be published in the Hall within ten days after 
the close of the examination ; the names in the first and second 
class Leing arranged according to order of merit, and in the third 
class alphabetically. 

Any Undergraduate who shall absent himself from any Univer­
ity Examination without sufficient cause, approved of by the · 

Board of Discipline, shall lose his Term or his Year, as the case 
may he. 

An Examination Fee of One Dollar ($1) shall be paid by each 
candidate to meet the expenses of stationery ,-for the examinations 
throughout the year,-which shall be provided by the University. 

Elective students shall not be required to pass any examina­
tions, but may do so if they desire on complying with the above 
regulations. 

They may also obtain, in like manner, Pass Certificates, 
Honours Certificates, and Diplomas in lieu of Degrees. 

OF EX.A.MINERS. 

1. The Governors shall appoint Examiners in each year to con­
duct the various Examinations at the close of Easter Term, viz. : 
the First Year, Second Year, the Degree Examinations, and the 
Prize Examinations. 

2. These Examiners shall sign the Declaration, No. 4, in the· 
ppendix to the present code of Statutes. 

3. The Examinations shall be conducted by means of printed 
or written papers, and shall take place at such a time as shall 
permit of the results being made known at the Encoonia of that 
year. 
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OF TERMS AND RESIDENCE. 

The Academical year shall begin in October, and shall contain 
three terms, in which all scholastic exercises shall be performed, 
and all degrees conferred. Michaelmas Term shall extend from 
the first Saturday of October to December 22nd: Lent Term from 
the second · Saturday of January to the Saturday before Palm 
Sunday : Easter Term from the Monday after Easter Monday to 
the last Thursday in June. 

The following days shall be observed as Holidays in the Uni-
versity. All Saints' Day : Ash-Wednesday : Ascension-Day: 
Whit-Monday : the birth-day of the reigning Sovereign. 

In order to encourage School-teachers and others, whose en­
gagements prevent them from attending the full course, and who 
desire to obtain the Degree · of B. A., the following special ar­
rangements will be made : 

Any such Student on making proper application will be per­
mitted to come into residence during the first week of November 
in each year, and to remain until the end of the succeeding Lent 
Term, passing the regular examinations. This will be allowed 1o 

count as two Terms. After thus keeping eight terms, he will be 
permitted to present himself for the B. A. Examination on any 
subsequent occasion. 

DISCIPLINE. 

The resident students are under the immediate charge of the 
Vice-President. 

A Register shall be kept of the attendance of all students at 
Lectures and Chapel, and of the resident Students at Commo:os, 
and the time of their passing the Gate. 
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The College doors shall be locked at 9.30 p.m., and no Student 
be out of College after. that hour, unless by the permission of 

Vice-President. 

o visitors shall be allowed to remain in College after 9.30 
m., unless by permission.

ly conduct; matters of a more serious nature shall be referred 
the Board of Discipline, which shall meet once a week or oftener 
required. 

Each Professor shall keep a record of the attendance at his 
urcs, and of the way each student was prepared, to be handed 

t the weekly meeting of the Board, and duly registered by the 
i<lent. 

The Board of Discipline may deprive any Student of his Term, 
consequence of repeated absence from Lectures, or neglect of 
preparation. 

In cases of sickness a medical certificate must be produced, if 
by the Board.
