The Report of the Executive Committee (including the 
Treasurer's account) was submitted, considered clause by clause, 
lightly amended, and adopted as follows :-

Rt:PORT or THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE or THE ALUMNI. 

COLLEGE. 
r. The work of the College during the past year has gone 

on steadily and well, and probably at no period since it was founded, 
one hundred and ten years ago, has the College been in a greater 
stale of efficiency than at the present time. Yet notwithstanding this, 
there is no increase in the number of students, and your Committee 
would draw particular attention this fact. 
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STUDENTS' EXPENSES. 

2. A year ago your Committee pointed out that th~ charges to 
resident students were greater than at any other colleges round about ; 
and, although the students' rooms at King's College are greatly 
superior to those at colleges where the charges are less, there is no 
doubt that the question of expense keeps away many who would 
gladly avail themselves of the advantages which the College affords. 

FOUR YEARS' COURSE. 

3. The proposed four years course, with a shortening of the 
year as at · other colleges, would no doubt be a partial solution of 
the difficulty; and the Governors still have this matter under con­
sideration. 

COLLEGIATE TRAINING OF PUBLIC SCHOOL TEACHERS. 

4. Then too we are negatively affected by the fact that scarcely 
any of the teachers of our public schools and not one of the principals 
of the County Academies are Graduates of King's College, and naturally 
the influence of the teacher is brought to bear upon the pupils to induce 
them to take their college course elsewhere. To remedy this, we would 
recommend that every possible encouragement be given to intending 
teachers to take a course at King's College, especially by enabling 
them to adapt their course for the B. A. degree so as at the same time 
to qualify for the Grade " A " license ,- and a corresponding grade in 
New Brunswick and Prince Edward J.;land, if found practicable; and 
in the meantime we would urge upon all friends of the College the 
duty of doing what they can to make known the advantage which 
the College offers, and to influence others as far as possible in favour 
of the College. 

CALENDAR. 

5. Your Committee would also recommend the issue of the 
Calendar at an earlier date than at present, if possible, so that 
prospective students may be able to obtain the information which it 
supplies in time to assist them in making their plans for the coming 
year; 

COLLEGIATE SCHOOL. 

6. We note with pleasure the continued pregress of the Collegiate 
School. The number of pupils is steadily ·increasing, and the school 
is generally in a very satisfactory condition. 

CHURCH SCHOOL FOR GIRLS. 

7. The Church School for Girls sustains well the high reputation 
it has already won for itself and is in a highly satisfactory state. 
More than seventy girls have been in attendance during the year. 
Fourteen girls have gone up for the King's College Local Examination 
this year-nine for the senior and five for the junior. 
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SusTENTATION FUND. 

8. The Sustentation Fund Committee has paid in $r_oo, a 
rlonat.ion from Dean Hoffman of New York, who has contnbuted 
Jibera.lly on former occasions. The amount has been paid to the 
Goveirnors to be disposed of as they deem best. 

TREASURE'S ACCOUNT. 

9. The Treasurer's account duly audited, and showing a 
balance in hand on currrent account of $rn.27, and investments 
amounting to $5,946.33 is submittted herewith.

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VII. EXAMINATION AND GRADUATION. 

All undergraduates shall be required to undergo examinations 
at the end of Hilary Term in all the subjects of respective years. 

Every undergraduate, previous to presenting himself for an 
examination, must obtain from each Professor or Lecturer whose · 
lectures he ha.s attended during the term, a certificBte of atten­
dance, which shall not ·be granted without the consent of the 
Faculty if there be more thari three absences during the course 
of a term . . 

An undergraduate who has attended the lectures and passed 
the examinations of the first two years, may be admitted to the 
degree of B. C. L. on passing the final examination and paying 
the fees for the third year, without attending the lectures of the 
third year. 

In order that ·a candidate may pass in any of the three 
examinations, he must obtain fifty per cent of the marks assigned 
to each paper.

Candi­
dates will also be examined on the application of Splints and Bandages, and 
on the uses of Surgical Instruments and Appliances. 

Medicine :-In this subject there will· be a written and an oral 
examination on the Clinical History, Causes, Diagnosis, Prognosis and 
Treatment of the Diseases of the different Systems and Organs of the Body. 
The examination will also include Infectious Diseases, Constitntioual 
Diseases, Mental Diseases and Diseases of the Nervous System. Candidates 
may also be questioned on Medical Anatomy and Therapeutics. 

Clinical Medicine :- The Examination in Clinical Medicine will be 
partly practical and partly oral. Patients will be submitted for examination, 
diagnosis and Treatment. Examination of Urine, Sputa, etc,, will be 
required. · 

Obstetrics and Disease of Women and Children :-In theEe subjects 
there will be a written and an oral examination, which will embrace the 
following :-

(a.) The Anatomy and the Physiology of the Female Organs of 
Reproduction. · 

(b.) The Physiology, Pathology and Therapeutics of Pregnancy. 
(c.) Parturition, natural and morbid. · 
(d.) Hygiene, Pathology and Therapeutics of the Puerperal State. 
(e.) Hygiene, Pathology and Therapeutics of Infancy and Childhood. 
(f) Special Pathology and Therapeutics of the Female Organs of 

Reproduction. 

At the oral examination, candidates may also be questioned on Gynreco­
logical Operations and the use of Instruments and Appliances. 

(2.) Candidates for this examination will be required to 
furnish certificates to the following effect, viz. : 

(a.) That they have completed their twenty-first year, or 
that they will have done so, on and before the day of graduation. 
This certificate shall be signed by themselues, and shall be after 
the following form -:

Candidates are required to 
hand in their applications and to transmit as far as possible 
the certificates specifi;:}d above for Section A. or Section B, as the 
case may be, to the Secretary of the Faculty, at least 
fourteen days before the date of the Examination, and the 
remainder of the required certificates not less than two days 
before the date of the Examination, to enter their names in 
the register of undergraduates before the date of the examination, 
and to pay before the date of the examination, one-sixth of the 

· amount of tlJ.e graduation fee in the case of candidates for 
Sect. A, and one-third of the graduation fee in the case of 
candidates for Sect. B. 

3. A candidate having failed to make so% in any subject 
of Sect. B of the Final Examination will also be required of 
pass again in any other subject in which he may have made less 
than 60% with or without evidence of further attendance on such 
subject or · subjects as the Faculty, in their discretion, may 
determine. 
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
