Approximately $750,000 in cr
been given. Other assistance such as funding for alternative travel arrangement
been offered to students.

Dr. Traves noted that a one-time grant of $5.4 million had been received from tl
Government to cover the indirect costs of research both at Dalhousie and at the
hospitals. A call for submission for major projects has been sent out and will bg
evaluated based on a number of criteria including urgency, size, and availability
funding from other sources.

The Academic Affairs Committee met on February 22, March 21, and April18, 2002 at which
time they approved the following:

. Routine Staff Matters which include the following appointments: new full and
part-time, Professor Emeritus, post-retirement, Chairs, Directors, Killam
Research Professorships, and extensions.

. Master of Health Informatics
This program which offered through the Faculty of Computer Science with the
cooperation of the Faculty of Medicine and the School of Business Administration
is designed to educate students in the use of computing and information
technology in health research, education, patient care, policy setting, and health
services administration.

. Master of Engineering In Environmental Engineering and Master of Applied
Science in Environmental Engineering
These programs are in response to strong recent and anticipated employment
growth in the environmental industry locally and nationally.

. Master of Arts in Economics
This program provides a non-thesis option within the existing MA program in
Economics.

. Combined Graduate Diploma in Prosthodontics and Master of Applied Science in

Biomedical Engineering
This three year program will address the documented need for clinical-scientists
prepared for academic careers in Prosthodontics and Biomedical Engineering.

. Cooperative Diploma in Disability Management
This is a modification of the Diploma Program in Disability Management which
has been offered in a distance-education mode since 1999 and is intended for
those who possess an undergraduate degree in the health professions but are not
currently working in the disability management field. It is the only program in
Canada integrating on-line disability management course with an extensive work
practium.
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. Modification to the BSc (Occupational Therapy) program
This modification will reduce the number of credits required for graduation and
will distinguish between the honours and standard program.
