APPOINTMENT OF PROFESSOR WEATHERBE.

3. The vacancy caused by Professor Butler's retirement was
promptly filled by the Governors by the appointment of Mr. Karl
Weatherbe, B. A., B. Sc., C. E., a graduate of the College, and of the
Massachusetts Institute of Technology, who has had several years of
varied experience in practical engineering, and is well qualified to carry
on the work. Itis a matter of satisfaction that a graduate of King’s
College should have been selected for a position of such importance.

COLLEGE FINANCES.

4. There is little to report concerning the financial condition of the
College. The insufficiency of salary attached to the professorship of
English Literature is a matter which may at any time give rise to seri-
ous difficulty ; and the debt upon the Collegiate School is still unpaid.

L1FE ASSURANCE AND ENDOWMENT.

5. The Endowment Scheme submitted by Rev. Dr. Bowman a
year ago has been under consideration by the Governors, but with no
result further than the authorization of a scheme of Life Insurance for
_tbe benefit of the College, which has been undertaken by the North
American Life Assurance Co., through their general agent, Mr. G. E.
Lavers, Halifax.

S G@OLLEGIATE SCHOOL..

\ 6. The Collegiate School opened in September last under the
new management, with a smaller number of pupils than before, as was
expected under the circumstances, but in other respects it has been
‘highly satisfactory. Mr. F. T. Handsombody, B. A., of Trinity Col-
lege, Dublin, who was selected in England by the Bishop out of several
applicants for the position, has proved himself a thoroughly efficient
and painstaking Head Master, and there is good reason to hope that
the coming year will see a substantial increase in the number of boys in
attendance.

CHURCH SCHOOL FOR GIRLS.

4. The Church School for Girls, under the new Lady Principal,
Miss Lefroy, late of Cheltenham Ladies’ College, has done excellent
work during the year, and, as far as its relations to this College are
concerned, is more promising than ever before. A scheme for ¢ Local
Examinations "’ in connection with King’s College, modelled upon the
¢ Oxford and Cambridge Locals,” has been drawn up and will be pub-
