Angela Douglas (University of York, UK). The talks
will be grouped within 5 major themes:

o Metabolic interactions and exchanges,

o Evolution and phylogeny,

o Partnership regulation and "cheating,"”

o Functional diversity and,

o Genome interactions

Coverage will also include symbioses from across
the phyla, and selected papers will be published in a
special issue of the Journal of Experimental Botany.
The symposium will also feature contributed oral
and poster presentations.
